Stipend Criteria

The West Virginia Department of Education is helping us to provide a 100.00 stipend to trained, T.A.T.U. facilitators, who comply with the criteria written below. Please note that these stipends will be distributed upon availability of funds.
1. Facilitators must be trained in T.A.T.U. and have signed the American Lung Association Professional Standards in Conducting the T.A.T.U. program.
2. Facilitators must complete one teen training with a minimum of 10 participants and no more than 30 participants, if there are more than 30 participants a trained facilitator must assist with the training. All trainings are to be conducted by a trained T.A.T.U. Adult Facilitator, who has been trained by the American Lung Association. Facilitators must have teens complete the Teen Training Workshop Registration form and return to ALAWV. 
3. Facilitators will complete the required forms before conducting their teen training. A complete mini-grant form, TIPS manual form and a W-9 (must be on file on all facilitators); these forms can be completed on the ALAWV website, www.alawv.org. Click on the TATU logo to locate the Facilitator Resource Page. 
4. The T.A.T.U./Raze group must complete at least two presentations within the school year. Please be advised that one stipend per school year can be obtain by a T.A.T.U. facilitator no matter the number of teen trainings completed.
5. Facilitators will register and evaluate T.A.T.U. presentations as a commotion at www.Razewv.com
6. Stipends are given to facilitators after completion of second in- class presentation. All forms and stipend request must be completed and returned in order to receive stipend.
